Main Configuration: /etc/nginx/nginx.conf 
Default Web Root: /usr/share/nginx/html (in configuration above)
Server Blocks (Virtual Hosts): Define in /etc/nginx/conf.d/ or within the http block of nginx.conf

Test Config: Run sudo nginx -t to check for syntax errors before reloading. 
Reload Config: sudo systemctl reload nginx

deploy on the nginx
